It's here!!! The Educational Opportunity Center (EOC) is grant funded by the Department of 
Education and administered here at Craven Community College. This program is designed to 
reach the undeserved population throughout Craven County. This population includes Craven 
County Veterans, 1st Generation (neither parents have a 4 yr. degree) and low income adults who 

express a desire in going back to school (must be at least 19 yrs. old, unless a veteran). The EOC provides assis-
tance with GED Prep, Entrance Exams, Financial Aid and Scholarship info, Academic Advising/Counseling, remote 
and on-site tutoring and more. If an individual is not currently enrolled in school and meets the eligibility require-
ments they may qualify for many support services. The EOC offers services are absolutely free! Participants receive 
assistance on any school in which they meet eligibility requirements, which means they are not restricted to Craven 
Community College.  

Education is the long term solution for fighting poverty, and can really help the residents of Craven County. This re-
source is quite new to the community. As you encounter qualifying Craven County residents who may need extra 
assistance in beginning their educational/academic path please direct them to the Educational Opportunity Center 
(EOC). We have applications housed in the Trio office and also in the Academic Skills Center.
